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WHAT NEEDS DOING CANNOT BE ACCOMPLISHED IN TIME BY GOVERNMENTS!

Copenhagen can help, but participants are inherently constrained by political realities.

Entrepreneurial efforts can lead, and if based on little-known, revolutionary science and technology, they can dramatically wind down the need for fossil fuels! 

Since they will also free us from imported oil; make energy independence possible; help restore the economy and sharply reduce air pollution, they will find surprising support among those who doubt the reality of climate change caused by human activity. Governments will follow.

Geologist John Atcheson states in Global Warming and the Only Question that Matters (http://www.commondreams.org) “the science on climate change is getting increasingly dire. 

There's a growing consensus among researchers that we have to get atmospheric concentrations of greenhouse gasses (GHG) - now at 387 parts per million - down below 350 ppm as soon as possible, or risk self amplifying feedbacks that will result in abrupt, catastrophic and irreversible heating of the Earth.

Let's render that phrase ‘catastrophic and irreversible’ a little less abstract with a few comparisons to things we now treat as important and urgent.

Global warming is killing more people right now each year than ten 911s. Triggering self-reinforcing feedbacks will accelerate this, killing more people than the worst imaginable terrorist attacks, the worst projections of (swine flu); the most horrific efforts of even the most despicable despots; or anything else you can imagine short of an all-out nuclear war. 

…It will destroy more species than any but the most severe events in the geologic record; it will turn the oceans into sterile, acidic crypts; and it will unleash a global inferno, as forests, savannahs and chaparrals - crippled by disease and lack of water - ignite across the globe. Indeed, these increases in wildfires have already begun.

To borrow from Dickens, these are not simply the \"shadows of things that will be,\" they are happening now. The issue is will we act with enough conviction to avoid them before we \"are past all hope,\" before we trigger feedbacks which make them irrevocable and uncontrollable.

There's evidence that the worst of these self-amplifying feedbacks has already been triggered. For more than four years now, methane - a greenhouse gas 23 times more powerful than CO2 -- has been bubbling up out of melting permafrost, peat bogs and clathrates in the northern latitudes. For the last two years, atmospheric concentrations of this powerful GHG have been rising rapidly. 

Bad stuff happening now, and more likely to accelerate and become self-perpetuating each year we allow the atmospheric concentrations of GHG to stay above 350 ppm.” 

We urgently need to cut our carbon dioxide emissions to the point where the environmental scales start tipping back - away from catastrophe. Avoiding further devastation may require a 90% cut in CO2 emissions in just a few years. Our response needs to be immediate, and decisive. 

We need an emergency changeover to widespread use of new sources of energy that eliminate the need for fossil fuels. That goal is now in sight. Several firms, including our own, are pioneering revolutionary, inexpensive, renewable, energy conversion technology that can yield cost-effective alternatives in the immediate future. 

For example, using fractional Hydrogen (we call it ECHO™ - Energy from Collapsing Hydrogen Orbits) a barrel of water can replace 200 barrels of oil! Such technologies can end the need for any new power plants. 

They can enable future cars, trucks and buses to sell electricity to the local utility when suitably parked. Such vehicles will be able to pay for themselves over a reasonable period of time, by wirelessly transmitting and selling power. 

Validation of fractional Hydrogen has been the subject of experiments at Rowan University. They produced far more heat than can be explained by conventional science. 

Those experiments have been successfully reproduced by GEN3 Partners, a firm that advises Fortune 100 companies.

Several utilities have agreed to purchase more than 8,000 megawatts of electricity produced by one fractional Hydrogen system that plans to demonstrate 50-75 kilowatt prototypes next year.

Existing cars and trucks can be retrofit to substantially decrease fuel consumption as a near-term program.

Once hybrid engines that run on ECHO are in mass production, it is conceivable, as hard as it may be to believe, that one gallon of ordinary water will fuel a vehicle for 1,000 miles of driving.

Hybrid cars and trucks that merely sip small quantities of water as fuel will revitalize the auto industry and the economy.

When WWII impacted American industry, within months bombers rolled off the assembly line every 59 minutes.

This is inherently much simpler technology. If development accelerates to a 24/7 basis, the impact can be far greater than might be imagined!
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
